Status of the Fishery (as of 06/27/2005)

Cross Lake is a 943 acre fertile basin in lake class 25 managed primarily for walleye and muskellunge. Walleye stocking has recently been increased. Begining in 2005, one thousand pounds of walleye fingerlings will be stocked biennially. Muskellunge fingerlings are also stocked on alternating years at a rate of one per littoral acre for a total of 507 fish. Water clarity is moderate with algal blooms common in summer. The shore is predominately sand and is highly developed especially the west shore. Public access is available on the river just west of the lake and on the east shore near the river outlet. 

Cross Lake anglers should expect moderate user pressure from both fishing and recreational boating. Bluegill and both black and white crappie ought to provide anglers quality sized fish in typical abundance for the lake class. Bluegill averaged 0.35 pounds and 7.4 inches with more than a third of the catch exceeding 8 inches. Black crappie averaged 8.1 inches and ranged up to 11.4 inches. White crappie, while less abundant, were larger with a 9.5 inch and 0.45 pound average. Yellow perch should be available in good numbers with 22% of the catch eight inches and larger. Muskellunge, northern pike and channel catfish offer quality size angling with catfish being the most abundant. Walleye, largemouth, and smallmouth bass abundance is presumably low, at least during the summer months. 

Other fish species present during the assessment were brown and yellow bullhead, golden redhorse, silver redhorse, shorthead redhorse, greater redhorse, freshwater drum, white bass, pumpkinseed, quillback, and white sucker.
